between 3:30 p.m. and 4:00 p.m. on Mondays and Fridays only. 

• A junior is not permitted to tee off before 10 a.m. Monday through Friday and 11:30 
a.m. on Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays. 

• A junior may book tee times up to 3 days in advance.
